What are the challenges and opportunities we face in 
educating for the whole community and for a whole 
Church? What insights can we offer each other? Are 
there distinctive perspectives we bring as Catholics 
and Lutherans? Are there shared challenges, common 
opportunities? What can we learn with/from each 
other? What are our hopes for the future? 

This conference is designed for Catholic and Lutheran 
principals and educators, including school senior 
leadership staff, those responsible for curriculum 
and staff formation, school teachers, priests, pastors, 
chaplains, diocesan and parish staff involved in 
education and interested parishioners.
